A small spike is apparent in sexual offences for the Driffield and Rural ward, this can be attributed to
‘sexting’ offences within schools, specifically the sending/receiving or forwarding of sexually explicit messages, photographs or images primarily between mobile phones. Neighbourhood officers are 

Working with specialist departments (Protecting Vulnerable People) going into schools conducting talks

to raise awareness of CSE (Childs sexual exploitation) explaining the consequences and offering online safety advice. 

Drug offences have seen a big percentage increase on previous years. The so called County Line  operations involve urban dealers expanding their crack and heroin business into small towns, operating remotely through the use of specific mobile phone numbers. Gangs then exploit children and vulnerable people as couriers to move drugs and money. Officers are working with the local authority within schools to raise awareness.

Criminal damage has also seen a small increase in the number of offences, half a dozen of these offences have been committed within the home by the same suspect. Many of the other offences are ASB related and work is underway to disrupt and prevent.

A slight increase in Shop theft in April. Driffield Shop Watch are all aware of the culprits and continue to use the WhatsApp messaging service to alert other Shop owners, 8 new HD CCTV recordable cameras have been fitted to the 35 already in place, these are funded by the Driffield Town Council.
3. Community Priorities
a) ASB in Town Centre –

ASB continues to be a problem around the North End Park area, a Section 34 dispersal order is in place to try and combat the issue.
b) Rural Crime – 
Recent theft of a Land Rover from Langtoft. Rural businesses have been targeted by burglars during April. 

c) Criminal Damage to vehicles –

Criminal damage to vehicles and properties have increased over the last month, patrols are continuing to visit the areas on a regular basis.
